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i) The Medical Examination will be conducted as per revised uniform
guidelines of Medical Examination for recruitment in the CAPFs & AR as
circulated by MHA OM No.A-VI-1/tthgbfv014-Rectt (SSB} Qatqd
20.05.2015, Revised uniform guidelines for Review Medical Examination in
CAPFs & AR for GO's & NGO's circulated by MHA OM No.E.32012/ ADG

iv) If a candidate is declared medically unfit during Detailed Medical

(d) In case a candidate has undergone removal of tattoo (s) prior to
appearing in recruitment process and same has faded substantially, this
will be treated as ‘scar’ and not a tattoo. Such candidates will be
permitted to undergo entire selection process with the approval of
Presiding Officer of recruitment board. Further, scar resulting due to
removal of tattoo will be reviewed by Medical Board of Officer during
Detailed medical Examination.

f) For HC (Master/Engine Driver/Workshop) and Constable (Crew) only:-

Process of certification and format of certificates:-

board at the time of documentation. Otherwise, their claim for EWS/OBC/SC/ST
status will not be entertained and their candidature/applications will be considered
undgr_ Un-Resgrved category.
